Dear Parent/Carer, 

Our World Week 

As you are aware, all scholars in years 7 to 10 will be participating in Our World Week between Monday 27th June 
and Friday 1st July.   
 
During this week, normal timetabled lessons will be suspended. Scholars will take part in a variety of sessions and 
activities designed to enhance their cultural and social knowledge and skills. These will be designed and led by 
Nova staff, working alongside staff from some of our partnership organisations, to help our scholars understand 
their place in the world and how they can contribute to it. The outline for the week for each year group is as 
follows: 
 

Year 7: Our Community 
A community-based activity week involving charitable organisations and volunteering. The week will focus 
scholars on their own community and environment. It will focus on the roles our scholars can play in 
supporting others and in protecting our planet. 

Year 8: Our Year Group 
An action-packed week spent camping within the grounds of Ashburnham Place on the South East coast of 
England. During the week, students will participate in a range of outward-bound activities and visits to places 
of local interest and natural beauty. 

Year 9: Our Country 
A week exploring how Nova students have a voice in the country in which they live. They will find out about 
democratic processes, law making and how national identities are formed. They will take part in presentations, 
debates and essay writing. 

Year 10: Our World of Work 
A week in which scholars will be challenged to think about their futures. They will take part in workshops with 
a range of our partnership organisations, finding out about different career and education pathways and 
considering the next steps in their own careers.
