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Grammar: Forming the Negative

The Negative describes events that you do not do. In English, This is formed by
adding the word ‘not’ after the first verb, such as:

| do not play basketball.
| have not seen that film.

| can not come tonight.

In French, any verb can be turned into the Negative by adding the two words:
ne...pas. These two words hug the verb.

E.g.:

Je joue au basket - | play basketball

Je ne joue pas au basket— | do not play basketball
Je suis petit—I am short

Je ne suis pas petit—I am not short

If the verb begins with a vowel, ne...pas becomes n’...pas.
E.g.
J'aime faire de la danse—I like to do dancing

Je n’aime pas faire de la danse—1 do not like to do dancing

To summarise, to form the Negative you must:

1. Locate the verb
2. Add ‘ne...pas’ - ‘ne’ goes before the verb, ‘pas’ goes after.
3. If your verb begins with a vowel, add n’...pas

The Present Tense describes:

Actions that you are doing currently

‘Avoir’ - to have and ‘Etre’ - to be are some of the most important verbs. They are also ir-

regular, meaning they do not follow patterns of regular verbs and look very different.

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Grammar: Future Tense

The future tense describes actions that you are going to do.

To form the future tense, you need the present tense of Aller + Infinitive.

E.g. Je vais faire mes devoirs ce soir—/ am going to do my homework this
evening.

An Infinitive is a ‘to do’ verb, and is recognised in French by their three
possible endings:

o - er (eg. jouer—to play)
. -ir (eg. sortir—to go out)
. - re (eg. faire—to do)

If a verb in French does not end with either —er, -ir, or —re, it is not an
infinitive.

Past tense help:
Whether you need to use avoir or étre as the auxillary — always count three:

Subject (the person)+ avoir/étre + past participle.

For example:
