Tomorrow is a key milestone for our Year 11 Art, 3D Design and Photography students, they will be receiving their raw marks for these exams.
Marking and results
NEA work is marked and internally moderated. Raw marks will be issued on 7th May. These may later be adjusted by the exam board following external moderation; final grades are confirmed on results day.
Appeals process
Students have until 4.00pm Wednesday 13 May 2026 to request an internal review should they believe their mark is incorrect.
To request a review:
1. Submit a written request by email to Mrs Martin (Head of Art) as soon as possible. (m.martin@novahreodacademy.org.uk)
2. In your written request explain the grounds for a review (reviews only consider the quality of work submitted).
3. Students may request copies of marked work and assessment criteria (original work is only viewable under supervision) to assist them with whether to proceed with a review of marking.
4. Complete the internal appeals form and sign a consent form acknowledging that marks may go up, stay the same, or be lowered. You may also submit supporting evidence at this point if you believe it will strengthen your case.
Reviews are completed by an independent assessor. The Head of Centre makes the final decision, and outcomes are confirmed in writing.
If concerns remain after the internal review, a formal appeal may be lodged with AQA in line with their published process. Please note that external moderation can also change marks, up or down.
Please be aware that the appeals process should only be pursued if you genuinely believe an error has occurred or if there is strong evidence to support your case. As previously stressed, appeals can result in marks decreasing so there is a risk of being awarded a lower grade. It may also result in the entire portfolio being reviewed as opposed to just the part in question.
We will fully support any student and family that requires this process throughout ensuring that all necessary documentation is completed accurately and submitted within the stipulated timeframe.
Your child can collect their mark from either Mrs Martin or Florence Strang in the art office from 7th May.
